Topics of Study:

· This course will focus on earth science concepts and help students gain an appreciation for science and set a strong base for future studies. Students will explore all aspects of the earth’s dynamic geological processes.  Students will grasp science as a process rather than an accumulation of facts, use personal experience in scientific inquiry, and apply knowledge and critical thinking skills to environmental and social concerns.
Daily Required Materials:
· Binder (3 ring at least a 1 inch)

· Pens or pencils (blue or black ink only)

· Loose Leaf Paper/Notebook

· Textbook
Class Expectations:
1. Be on time and prepared for class every day. This means you should be in the classroom by the bell.  It also means that you should get to your assigned seat right away and remain in that seat unless you are other wise instructed. Tardiness is a disruption.
2. No Cell Phones, Ipods or other electronic devises (except calculators when needed).  Per school policy they will be confiscated and turned into the main office.
3. Respect yourself and others.  This means treat everyone, including myself, with respect. Do not talk when others are talking-especially me!  It is also expected that you respect the property of others and the school.  
4. Only water may be consumed in this class. Absolutely no other food or drinks are allowed.  If you   bring it to class, I will hold it for you until the end of the hour. If you consume it in class, I will throw it away.

5. Make up Work is your responsibility. The student is responsible for going to the class website to determine what work was missed and print/complete the work that needs to be made up! The student must approach the teacher to schedule a time to make up any test or quiz which was missed immediately upon your return to class.  You have two days from the day you return to turn-in any missed work for each excused absence.  You will not be allowed to submit make up work for credit after the two days. (see page 5 of the student code of conduct)  
· If you are absent the day of a test, expect to take it the day you return to school! 
· Students are also responsible for obtaining class notes, opening activities and targets for each day missed. (all of this information in on the class website)
· Unexcused absences will result in a zero for any assignment given or collected, including tests and quizzes during that absence.
· No late work accepted unless there are extenuating circumstances. 
6. Clean Up after yourself.  Push your chair in, throw away any garbage, etc.  Please leave your area the way it was left for you.  (If it was not clean I will address it with that person.
7. All rules, policies and procedures in the student code of conduct must be followed)
Tardies and Attendance:
· In accordance with the school attendance policy, any tardy beyond 3 will result in a point deduction and/or suspension.
· Tardies have a negative impact on your grade!!! If a student is tardy, he/she must wait quietly outside the classroom door.  Each day class begins with board work or a quiz.  By being late, the student will miss important class time. A tardy student will not be allowed to disrupt other students or the teacher who have already started the opening activity.  The tardy student will be let into the room after the board work, as the class transitions to a different activity. The tardy student will not be allowed to make up the missed activity or quiz and a score of zero will be recorded on that assignment.

· The score for an absence day will be recorded as a “0”.  When the points are made up by turning in the   assigned work, the appropriate points will be awarded.

Textbooks:
· You will be assigned a textbook to use during the semester. These books are the property of the school. You are responsible for any damage which occurs during the semester.

Binder:
· You will need a 3 ring binder for this class.  It will help you stay organized and allow you to track your assignments, notes, tests and quizzes.  It is a great resource when preparing for tests.  It will be collected and graded after each unit or a binder quiz will be given as a portion of your overall class grade.  (this is big points that will boost your overall grade!!)

	0-5 points daily
	10% of total grade
	· This will take place the first 5 minutes of class 
· Target Sheets, Binder checks, Lab participation 
· Quizzes can take the place of a warm up
