[image: image3.wmf]Choose an article and write a one to two-page report. The article must pertain to sports, nutrition, sport specific techniques, injuries and/or their prevention. Your personal interest in the topic will make for a more interesting composition. Writing about something you enjoy reading about will be more beneficial for you. You may find your article in a newspaper, magazine, Internet site or book. The article should be more than a news story. Opinions, instructions, techniques, and processes are better than an account of some event with scores and action. (You may NOT use a game report or like article discussing game results or player performances)
Write an essay about the information you learn in this article. This one to two-page report should include at least three paragraphs. Paragraph one should review and summarize the information in the article. Paragraph two should reveal your opinion of the article’s information and/or position. If applicable, address advantages, disadvantages, applications, and exceptions. Paragraph three should tell how you might act or feel in the future, based upon what you have learned in the article. It may also include what you would want to know more about.
